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Introduction
BlueCaster is a software program that provides its customers with Bluetooth Broadcasting service that makes the device ( Computer / Laptop) where the Program is installed a data broadcast station that automatically transmits any type of data the Program user desires to broadcast such as media files of all sorts (videos, image, and audio files), texts …etc to mobiles or tabs that are supported with Standard Bluetooth Device – which is a widespread feature in most mobiles sold both in the local and global market – as long as they are within the range of the broadcasting device. The broadcasting service is either open or selective. 
Open Broadcasting:
When you select “Mode 1”, the broadcasting device transmits files to all mobile phones within the range of the device Bluetooth. 
Selective Broadcasting:
When you select “Mode 2” or “Mode 3”, broadcasting process begins to transmit files to specific mobile phones depending upon the terms of transmission the Program user sets as described below. 












Requirements for Program Installation
The broadcasting device where the Program is installed has to minimally have the following features:
1. Windows XP SP2, Vista or Windows 7.
2. Net Frame Work 3.5
3. Pentium 4 Processor – 1 GB RAM.
4. Bluetooth device (whether internal or external USB Bluetooth) that is compatible with its Windows. Check “Device Manager” as illustrated below in order to make sure of Bluetooth compatibility. 
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Program Installation/ Removal


1. Click on “Setup.exe” and then click on “Next”
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2. Click on “Finish”.
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3. The “Registration” window will appear. If it is your first time to install the Program, you need to insert the code you have obtained when purchasing the Program, then click on “Next”. 
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4. “New User Account” window will appear. You can then create your account by means of which you can install your version of the Program. Insert you account information in the required fields then click on “Next”. Because of the major importance of your account information, you have to keep it in a secure place and never lose it. 
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5. Choose “Register this computer” then click on “Next”.
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6. Name your PC (the transmitting device) and insert its name in the required field then click on “Next”.
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7. By clicking on “Next”, this means you have successfully installed the Program.
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How the Program Runs



1. If you run the Program with your Bluetooth off, the window below will appear to you. What you need to do then is to close the Program, turn on your Bluetooth on and rerun the Program. 
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2. [image: ]Before you “start” you broadcasting operations, you need to adjust the Program settings through “preference” or “settings” icon. You have also to regularly “clear log” to optimize the performance of its memory.  
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Definition:
1. "Scan Time” is the period the Program requires to scan the area surrounding the broadcasting device for available Bluetooth devices. It is preferred that the period does not exceed 20 seconds.
  
2. “Blacklist Time” is the regular interval – that the Program user sets its value – at which mobile phones specified by the Program user receive the transmitted data. For instance, if the value of the “blacklist time” is 60 seconds, the selected mobile phones shall receive the transmitted data files every 60 seconds. 


3. “Pass Key” is the code required for transmitting data files. You should not change it unless you are sure about the new code first.

4. “Connection Timeout” is the period given to the mobile phone user to accept or deny the transmitted file. If file transmission was denied by the mobile phone user, transmission is repeated at the “Blacklist Time” interval.

Note:

As illustrated in the above picture, only 20 seconds are allowed for “Connection Timeout” period; however, the actual time given to the Program user is from 10  to 12 seconds. The rest is consumed by the computer, but the higher the broadcasting computer performance becomes, the more the consumption rate of such period is reduced.  

Mode Settings:
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Mode Settings:
Open Broadcasting (Mode 1):
a. Mode 1A: Manual Mode:
In this mode, the Program user selects a file to be transmitted to the mobile phones within the range of the computer Bluetooth by clicking on “Browse” icon.

b. Mode 1B: Automatic Mode:
In this mode, files located in “C:\bluecaster\Files” are alphabetically broadcasted to all mobile phones within the range of the computer Bluetooth. In this mode, you need to set the “Interval” value at which the transmitted file should be changed.

Selective Broadcasting (Mode2):
In order to make use of this mode, the Program user needs to insert the name of the mobile phone to which s/he desires to transmit files in the field named "Mode 2 String". The file will then be transmitted to that specific mobile phone provided that the file is located in c:\bluecaster\Files and has the same name of that mobile phone. This mode is mainly designed to allow the Program user to transmit specific files to specific mobile phones.


Selective Broadcasting (Mode 3):
(Mode 3A) 
In such mode, the name mobile phone to which the Program user desires to transmit files has to be matching the name (or even part of the name) of the file that is located in c:\bluecaster\Files. As a result, the file is automatically transmitted to that specific mobile phone.
(Mode 3B)
In such mode, the name of the mobile phone to which the Program user desires to transmit files matches the exact name of the file that is located in c:\bluecaster\Files. As a result, the file is automatically transmitted to that specific mobile phone.
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Preferences:
1. You can cancel transmission process for any mobile phone by using the “Blacklist Manager”. You only need to click on “Add” and then select the mobile phones which you desire to permanently prevent files transmission. At that moment, the mobile phone becomes blacklisted and the term “True” will be written in its “Permanent” field as illustrated in the image below. 

2. You may allow transmission to a blacklisted mobile phone or even to all blacklisted mobile phones through clicking on “Remove” (if you desire to allow transmission for only one blacklisted phone) or “Remove All” (if you desire to allow transmission for all blacklisted phones).

3. [image: ]It is preferable to click on “Remove All” when you run the Program. 
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
